And we must not forget Alkali Al,
a slightly cracked old-timer, who claims he is the '"rough-
est, toughest hombre west of Red River.'" As the action
unfolds, we gradually discover that some of the characters
aren't what they seem to be, and that there is a nefarious
plot afoot. A mysterious brown notebook appears; an en-
velope containing fifty one-hundred dollar bills changes
hands; shots ring out in the dark; and so, the melodramatic
thrills are skillfully blended with the laughs until the
villains are, inevitably, unmasked, and justice triumphs.
